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Hit a Grand Slam – Make a Plan!
To be safe from fire, you need to cover all the bases. That means preventing fires from happening, but also being prepared in
case of one. If you complete the home fire safety checklist (on the other side of this page) and develop and practice a home
fire escape plan using the grid below, you and your family can hit a fire safety grand slam, and be much safer from fire!

Create a floor plan of your home using the space above. Make sure it includes working
smoke alarms, two ways out of every room, a meeting place outside, and the local fire
departments or emergency phone number. Then practice your plan with all members
of your household regularly, at least twice a year.
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
